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The author of the article analyses individual elements of contraband, their criminalistic characteristics
and realisation of this data in investigation methods. Special attention is paid to the necessity of thorough
investigation of all criminalistically important information about contraband and its elements forming a
complex system in their interrelations.
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The article is devoted to special features of expressiveness in science discourse texts. The domination
of syntactical means of expressiveness expression in proper science and educative-science texts is
substantiated and proved, and the specificity of common language syntactical means of expressiveness
functioning in science literature is shown.
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
